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Update of 35th Mission Faith Pledge The faith pledge target for the 35th Mission year
was $1,050,000. The amount of faith pledge promised is $1,053,422. As of 21 June, the
mission pledge has received $864,863.00 and ad-hoc giving $159,604.67. The total
mission offering received is $1,024,467.67. Please note that the 35th financial year is
closing end June 2009.
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36™ Mission Faith Pledge The 36th Mission Budget required for ongoing ministries
(including ministry approved in-principle) is $1,220,000 (i.e., for July 2009 to June
2010). After much prayerful consideration and in view of the current economic and
financial situation, the Deacon Board together with the Mission Committee decided to
set our 36th Faith Pledge Target at $1,070,000 (the difference of $150,000 will come
from the balance brought forward from the previous year).
